Reminder of Children’s Behaviour 
Cam Parish Council has reported ongoing anti-social behaviour at the Woodfield’s Play area, 
Cam. We understand that youths, aged between 8 and low teens, are kicking balls (either 
deliberately or accidentally) over the fence of a neighbouring property and then going into 
the residents garden to retrieve them. Sometimes they go over the fence, causing damage to 
the property. Sometimes groups of youths go through the gate and into the residents garden 
uninvited. There have been incidents of verbal abuse and the problem seems to be 
escalating. The Police have been involved and offered the resident coping strategies and 
suggestions for diffusing the situation. The Neighbourhood Warden is also stepping up 
patrols.  We will be reminding our pupils and would also ask parents  to give a general 
reminder to children regarding the importance of being kind, respecting one another and 
encourage pupils to think about how actions/ behaviours impact others.
