Does my child have to eat the Free School Meals?

No. Pupils who are registered for Free School Meals don‘t have to eat them. If you're eligible
but you want your child to have packed lunches you should still register because the school
will receive the funding which can support your child in other ways.

How do I register?

You only need to register once on the Gloucestershire County Council website.
